It is our desire to create an engaging, irresistible environment for your preschooler. Here are some policies and procedures we have put into place to help ensure your child's safety and care. 

Out of Harm's Way 
You and your child will each receive a corresponding security tag at registration. You must present your portion of the tag when you pick up your child---no exceptions. All of our volunteers are trained and screened to ensure the safest environment possible.
Children must be registered each visit to our Preschool Park area.  This includes all services on Sunday mornings and Sunday evenings, Wednesday evenings, any child-care provided event.

PLEASE, parents should not enter a room without knocking and being greeted by a class leader.  This is not an effort to keep you out, but to make certain no little one sneaks past.  There is a small window in each door that you may view activity of the classroom.
Drop-Off & Pick-Up
Children are accepted into the classroom no earlier than 15 minutes prior to the start of Bible Study Groups or worship services.  Children must be checked in each visit by their parent or guardian and should be picked up immediately following the service unless parents have been paged beforehand.

Siblings under the age of sixteen are not permitted to pick a preschool brother or sister up from class.

Good Health
Children who show signs or symptoms of a fever or any other contagious diseases are not accepted.  Those developing any symptoms during their stay will be removed from the classroom and placed in the care of a member of our Host Team.  Immediate effort will be made to find a parent/guardian.

Food allergy stickers must be picked up by parent from Host Team member and placed on the child’s security tag each visit.
A snack of crackers and apple juice is the standard for Sunday mornings in Preschool Park for children over 2 yrs. of age. Toddlers are often served Cheerios©.  We enforce a “No Peanut and Peanut Butter” policy in Preschool Park, but parents should be aware that products containing peanut oils or components could be present. When other foods other then saltine crackers and apple juice will be served, a notice will be in view outside your child’s class door.  
Enrollment
It is imperative that a guest registration form be filled out for each child visiting Preschool Park. The registration portion of the form should be completed each time you visit. If you choose to enroll your child, your child will be added to our database and assigned to a permanent classroom. This will enable you to participate in the speedier computer check-in. Our Host Team will help you with the guest registration and enrollment process.

Tips & Reminders
Please label all of your children's belongings. (Don’t forget pacifiers, sippie cups, etc.) We discourage parents from allowing their children to bring their own toys into class with them, as it is easy for them to be misplaced or forgotten.
After you have completed the check-in process, simply wave a quick good-bye and leave for worship service or Bible Study Group.  As you know, it is normal for little ones to cry when a parent leaves.  This does not last long and separation becomes easier over time. Our leaders will immediately create interest in a toy or activity and give assurance that you will return.  If your child cries for an extended period of time, we will page you.
